Afterschool programs commence

Our return to school does come with some changes which are outlined in detail in an accompanying letter.
Please read through the Return to School notice carefully for all the details. Key changes include:

e Parents and carers will drop students at one of our school gates. Student drop off times in the
morning are naturally staggered so there will be no change to the time to drop off your child.

e Respectfully, please only enter the school grounds if absolutely necessary as the number of adults
in the school must be restricted.

e Adults must maintain physical distancing and not congregate at any time.

e Pick up times in the afternoon will be staggered as outlined below. If you are unable to collect your
child at the time below please let me know and we can change this on an individual basis.

Students with surnames A — G will be collected from the school gates at 3:10pm.
Students with surnames H — P will be collected from the school gates at 3:20pm
Students with surnames Q — Z will be collected from the school gates at 3:30pm.

e Students who walk or ride to school independently will depart from school at 3:30pm.

e [f you child is ill or is feeling unwell, they must not attend school. They must remain home and seek
medical advice.

e These arrangements will be in place from 26™ May until further notice.

Please talk through these changes with your child prior to their return to school. It is important that your
child knows which school gate they will be collected from in the afternoon and it is important that these
times are adhered to as closely as possible.

School water fountains are unable to be used, so please ensure your child comes to school with a drink
bottle. Regular hand washing is required so | encourage students to bring a small towel with them to school
to dry their hands after washing them in the classroom.
