COVID-79 Guidelines

Students and staff who are household
contacts of a COVID-19 case are no longer
required to quarantine. They can return to

school as long as they undertake rapid antigen tests (RAT) 5 times within their 7-day period and wear face
masks indoors if they are aged 8 and above unless they have a valid exemption.
If any household contact returns a positive RAT result during this period, they must isolate for 7 days and

not attend school.
