Home Reading in the Junior Grades

Home reading is up and running across the school. Home reading is a
very important part of a child’s literacy development. This year we have
12 volunteer retirees working in our home reading program in grades
prep, one and two. Volunteers have been trained by Vicki and they have
been assigned to classes. So they work with the same students every
week. The Paynesville Home Reading Program works like this:

Everyday students in grades prep, one and two sit down with one of our
volunteer reading assistants. The child reads last nights reader to the
assistant and that book is then put back on the shelf. A new book is
introduced and read. This book goes home for the child to read to their
parents, carers, or grandparents. The next day the book comes back to
school with the reading diary and the process starts again. There will be times when children have more
than one book - but one book per day is the minimum requirement.

In the older grades children are still expected to read every night and to have someone hear them read
aloud and ask them questions about the text. Older students record their reading in their home diary.

Being able to read unlocks a child’s learning confidence. Every child learns at a different rate but they need
support and opportunities to read.

GIPPSLAND POWER GOING FOR YOUTH
